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MiSSIONS OUTREACH

What can we do to reach the 1 in 10 international people living in Massachusetts?

The Christ Chapel Missions Committee for Global Outreach is prayerfully seeking to lead each of us into a
greater understanding of our own “Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria". One of the major emphases the committee
has recently adopted is the participation in Ministry to Internationals. It is an outreach in which we participate
directly, not a ministry where our congregation simply provides financial “support” .

To start, we want to reach out to the 36 international students at Cape Cod Community College (CCCC),
eight of which have come from Egypt. Members of the Missions Committee have met together with officials at
the College explaining what ISI (International Students, Incorporated) does on more than 450 campuses in the
U.S.A. and how we as a local church can be involved.

There are a variety of opportunities for members of our fellowship to help international students. As one
Friendship Partner said, "When international students arrive, everything is new. They need someone to prepare
them for how things are done, how we think, and the easiest ways to adjust to our culture. They need someone
who is truly going to be their friend."

Another way volunteers can help international students is by tutoring them in English. It needn't be highly
structured lessons. Meeting with the student on a weekly basis for conversation practice can be very helpful to
the student and lots of fun for the volunteer. Students may also need help in their class subjects. Learning a
new subject may have its challenges, but imagine learning a new subject in a new language. One-on-one tutor-
ing and proofreading a student's papers can help an international student keep up with his or her studies.

Friendship Partners can help in other ways as well.

* Picking students up at the airport is a good way to make their first impression in a new country a positive
one.

» Students also need help with finding temporary housing and apartment hunting.
» Taking students sightseeing and on shopping excursions are another way volunteers can help.

* A favorite activity of international students and Friendship Partners alike are dinners and other social
activities where interesting discussions and idea exchanges take place and perspectives on social, religious
and cultural issues are shared. Think Thanksgiving Day!

* Provide bicycles to international students that request them.

International students aren't the only ones at the receiving end of this relationship. Friendship Partners, by
their interaction with international students, receive cultural experiences which enrich their lives. Many become
lifelong friends with their international students and many Friendship Partners have even visited the home coun-
try of and with the student.

“I should have picked her up Lord” “YOU STILL CAN” That
was the conversation between the Lord and myself as | headed
home from church one Sunday, when [ saw a Muslim girl dressed
in full head covering standing on the side of Rt. 28. Picking her up
turned into the beginning of a relationship that I pray will not only
change her life for eternity, but my life, and Christ Chapel’s as well.

Zehra, a young Turkish college student is one of hundreds of
castern Europeans who work on the Cape in the summer. Most of
them come from what we call “closed countries” in missions’ terms
— countries that are hostile to the Gospel; that are difficult for us to
go to in order to share the Gospel — so God is sending them to us!

Zehra won the hearts of all she met. Her heart was also open to
hear the Good News and to visit a church (she video-taped the
entire service at Park Street Church, which was filled with college
students!). She longed to enter an American’s home, learn more
English, and see some of our country while here. Unfortunately,
half of the summer was already over when I met her, and she had
not yet experienced any of these things. She went home with the
Gospel of Luke, a DVD on Jesus in her language, and a letter
explaining the Gospel — not because she came hear seeking the
Good News — but because of the trusting relationships she built
with the believers she met while here. Please pray with us that God
will save her, and then use her as a mighty tool in her country,
which is 99% Muslim.

Please also pray that we as a Body can reach to the foreign stu-
dents arriving at Cape Cod Community College right now, and to
be prepared to reach out to the workers who will arrive on our
shores 9 months from now.

Some of you have given bikes so these students can
get around (even come to church!) and I thank you deeply for those
gifts. Some families could ‘adopt’ a student and bring them to
Plymouth or Boston once, or to the beach, out on a boat, or to your
home for a game night and a homecooked American meal. Some of
you may risk going further than that, and invite them to stay with
you; much nicer than the small hotel room Zehra and friends lived
in for 3 months. We hope to have an English club/course ready in
the near future and maybe you would like to be involved with that.
Hopefully we may have monthly events at church for
fun/fellowship/freely sharing with these students the ONE we love
and worship. May each of us do our part so they will know.

consultant and invested time in getting to know and
trust each other better than we already did. We consid-
ered and planned for the immediate needs of the church
all the while seeking God’s vision for our future.
Knowing that anything good we accomplished would
have to come from God, we assumed a mindset that
would help us receive whatever He wanted to give us.

And then it began. The first document we worked on
is called Senior Pastor/Position Description. This docu-
ment addresses the relationships of the Senior Pastor to:
the Board of Elders, the church staff, the congregation
in general, and his own family. His responsibilities con-
cerning preaching, teaching and ongoing vision are also
laid out. The second document is called Senior
Pastor/Position Requirements. This document deals
with the experience, education and characteristics of the
prospective candidate.

To be perfectly honest with you, what started out a
few short months ago as a tentative time with more
questions than answers has turned into what I believe
will be exciting days for us at Christ Chapel. God is
indeed good, God is indeed Sovereign and He leads us
into the future as we continue together to seek His face
and direction for our lives and the life of Christ Chapel.

Daniel McGuire moved our hearts to tears...and
to questions again. It wasn’t the first time we all
asked the whys while still recognizing the faithful-
ness of our Father. Some of us were away when
Dan finally came home, but the hurt still wrenched
within us, miles from this Chapel and the military’s
ultimate honors.

Marcia and I often
shared how much we’d
want the hymn “Great Is
Thy Faithfulness” to
speak for us when the
day comes for one of us |
to leave. It articulates the
constancy of His care
and love in three verses.
Only the third verse
alluded to the over-
whelming grief which one

experiences at these low points in our walk. Worse

yet is a depression many suffer in its long-term
inescapable emotional vacuum for those that do not
have the certainty of the music’s promise.

Such nadirs of catastrophic despair are rarely
testified to in the media as seeing God as positively
and faithfully at work within his loved ones. Almost
cynically we call some tragic blows “acts of God”.
Some have even said, “Where is God at this time in
(my) history”. Romans 8:28 and 29 is meaningless
unless there is absolute conviction that this reality
speaks the truth of God.

The fifth verse of “Amazing Grace” was written
by someone other than John Newton years after his
most memorable scribing to give a fuller ending to
his emotive expression. We also felt a need to convey
the great Faithfulness of God in the midst of over-
whelming circumstances as we are seeing increasing-
ly today. I was thus inspired to write this new verse
of “Great is Thy Faithfulness”, motivated by Dan’s
Home-going, while we remain a little longer.
