
The famed Christian apolo-
gist G.K. Chesterton once
replied to a letter written to the
London Times asking, 'What's
wrong with the world?'  In his
response Chesterton concisely
said, 'I am.'   Chesterton's can-

dor was refreshing.  It is also a vivid reminder why
Christmas is important.

The Bible makes it clear that
humanity is a mere shadow of
God's original design.  The most
self-evident fact, denied almost
everywhere, is that we are deeply
flawed.  We are all born with a
sinful nature.  The newspaper
alone is enough to convince us that something is terri-
bly wrong.  The Bible, however tells us why and offers
the only sure remedy. 

After completing His work in creation, God looked
over everything He had made and affirmed

that all of it was very good.  When
God looked upon the first man and

woman, He saw no defect.
However, in that epoch moment

known as the Fall, Adam and Eve
deliberately chose to disobey God.

In that watershed event, humanity fell from its lofty
place.  The result was catastrophic for us and the
world.  As Chesterton said elsewhere, "Whatever else
is true of man, it is certainly true that man is not what
he was meant to be."  The doctrine of original sin
asserts that humanity has a past and our past requires
healing. 

Why did Jesus enter this world?  He came to take
our sins away. The glory of Christmas shines most

brilliantly against the backdrop of
our deepest need.  

"He is," the Apostle John
declared, "the propitiation for our
sins, and not only for ours but also
for the sins of the whole world (1
John 2:2)."  

Propitiation is the dark side of the Christmas story.
Seldom will the word be found inside a Christmas
card but it is the reason we need Christmas.
Propitiation refers to the satisfaction of
God's righteous wrath against sin.  There
are many helpful pictures of propiti-
ation in the Bible and one of the
most common is the practice of
animal sacrifice.  In the sacrifi-
cial system of the Old Testament, the

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Seasonal ‘Thots’

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Even though it’s only December, and we're all in the midst of Christmas plans and preparations, we thought it
might be helpful to take a brief look into the new year and provide a foretaste of the adult Sunday School elective
Pastor Thomas will be privileged to share beginning Sunday, January 6. The class is entitled, "Managing Your
Emotions", and, in addition to the instructive material that will be presented each week from the Psalms, there will
be plenty of time for discussion and class participation.

Emotions are both complicated and complex, both mysterious and mystifying. Even the experts are not sure
exactly what causes us to experience emotions. Both social science and neurobiology have tried, to no avail, to
explain the origin of emotions. And for Christians, emotions can be troubling, frustrating, and untrustworthy.

Most Christian books about emotions emphasize that you can't trust them.
Maybe you have seen a diagram of a train, with "facts" in front, then "faith,"
followed by "feelings" represented by the train's caboose. The idea is that you
let facts lead, followed by faith, and eventually your feelings will tag along.
Nobody wants their life to be like a train led by its caboose, to let their emo-
tions drive their lives. Yet emotions play an important and complex role in our
lives; they are deeply entwined with what we believe to be facts and what we
have faith in. So as much as that diagram has helped many in their Christian
life, managing our emotions is more complex than the diagram suggests.

The Psalms express emotions clearly. Psalms is the longest book of the Bible, and it was written by a variety of
people. While much of the rest of the Bible is directed to us, most of the Psalms are directed back to God, as His
people use these inspired lyrics to express their hearts to God. John Calvin called Psalms "an anatomy of all parts
of the soul." In general, the Psalms may be divided into three categories:

Â Psalms of orientation—the psalmist's outlook is, "Life makes sense."
Â Psalms of disorientation—the psalmist's outlook is, "Life doesn't make any sense."
Â Psalms of reorientation—the psalmist's outlook is, "Life is starting to make sense once again."

Some emotions seem deeply spiritual; other emotions seem downright sinful. God created us to experience
emotions, yet there are still godly and ungodly ways to manage them. In this series, we will be looking at all three
kinds of Psalms in order to learn how to manage our emotions.  Our study will include the following twelve studies:

Study 1:  JOY: A Time to Dance (Psalm 33:1-22)
Study 2:  ABANDONMENT: When You Feel Alone (Psalm 22:1-31)
Study 3:  FEAR: When You’re Scared Senseless (Psalm 55:1-23) 
Study 4:  GRATITUDE: More Than Just an Attitude (Psalm 136:1-26) 
Study 5:  ANGER: When Your Back is Against the Wall  (Psalm 79:1-13) 
Study 6:  CONTENTMENT: When Your Soul is at Rest (Psalm 62:1-12)
Study 7:  DEPRESSION: When Darkness is Your Closest Friend (Psalm 88:1-18)
Study 8:  DISAPPOINTMENT: When Your Dreams Die (Psalm 107:1-43)
Study 9:  UNCERTAINTY: When You’re Not Sure of Your Next Move 

(Psalm 19:1-14)
Study 10:  RESTLESSNESS: When You Still Haven’t Found What You’re 

Looking For (Psalm 42:1-11)
Study 11:  OUTRAGE: When You’re Heart is Filled with Revenge 

(Psalm 137:1-9)
Study 12:  PRAISE: Find Joy in the Seasons of the Soul (Psalm 150:1-6)

Special Tax-Free
Charitable Contributions

Option for 2007

Since August 2006, a special law
has allowed donors age 70 ½ or
older to give IRA funds directly to
charity as a tax-free rollover.  It has
been particularly helpful to donors
who do not itemize deductions or
whose gifts are more than they can
deduct.  Congress is considering
extending the law, but all we know
at this point is that the current law
expires at the end of 2007.

The law allows an IRA holder
to transfer tax-free charitable gifts
of any amount up to $100,000 per
tax year.  The gift must be made
directly to the charity by the plan
administrator by December 31,
2007.  It is neither taxable nor tax-
deductible.

Please note that the law relates
only to IRAs. Other types of retire-
ment accounts, such as 401(k),

403 (b) and SEP accounts are not
eligible.  However, it may be possi-
ble for funds from such accounts
to be transferred first into an IRA
and then given to charity.  Since
we are not able to give legal or tax
counsel, please consult with your
advisor for your specific situation.

sin of the people was transferred to
animals who were then sacrificed on
their behalf.  When an ancient
Israelite entered the courtyard of the
temple and witnessed the carnage of
recently slaughtered animals, he was
looking at a picture of what his own
sin deserved.   

According to the book of
Hebrews, however, there was a prob-
lem with the blood of all those bulls
and goats.  They could not perma-
nently take away sin.  The blood of an
animal was not a sufficient propitiat-
ing sacrifice.  For that reason those
animal sacrifices had to be repeated
over and over again.  For how long?
Until Jesus came.   

Jesus is not like the High Priest
who acts as propitiator - the one who
offers a sacrifice of propitiation.  As
our High Priest He is the propitiation.
Jesus became both priest and sacrifice
for us.  In His death He absorbed our
deserved condemnation.  On one
occasion, John the Baptist gave voice
to this reality when pointing at Jesus
he shouted, "Look!  The Lamb of God
who takes away the sins of the world."  

Now it takes a sinless Savior to
forgive a sinful people and the effec-
tiveness of Jesus' propitiation was
based on His sinlessness.  How do we
know Jesus was sinless? First, His
very life was a witness to His perfec-
tion.  Had Jesus sinned just once, He
could not have been a perfect offer-
ing. That's why He is far more than
some great moral teacher or unique
religious figure.  Jesus alone was
without sin.

Jesus' sinless life was also con-
firmed by His miraculous entry into
this world, what we call the virgin
birth.  The German New Testament
scholar Gerd Luedemann observes
that most Christians in the world con-

fess, even as they recite the Apostles'
Creed, that Jesus 'was born of the vir-
gin Mary.'  He adds, though, with an
air of contemporary snobbery, "Now
modern Christians completely dis-
count the historicity of the virgin birth
and understand it in a figurative
sense."  Oh, we do, do we?!

We need to be clear about how
Jesus came into this world.  The vir-
gin birth of Christ is not recorded to
give Jesus mythical status.  It is
recorded because it is historical fact.

The virgin birth was absolutely essen-
tial so that the Messiah would be born
without sin.  In the Christmas story
we read that the Holy Spirit over-
shadowed Mary at conception.  In
that mysterious moment God became
an embryo, taking on human nature,
and yet unaffected by original sin.  

J. Gresham Machen in his life's
great work, The Virgin Birth of Christ,
states, "Everyone admits that the Bible
represents Jesus as having been con-
ceived by the Holy Ghost and born of
the Virgin Mary.  The only question is
whether in making that representa-
tion the Bible is true or false."
Machen went on to argue, "If the
Bible is regarded as being wrong in
what it says about the birth of Christ,
then obviously the authority of the
Bible in any high sense, is gone."  

A denial of the virgin birth is a
denial of Jesus as the Christ.  The vir-
gin birth does not stand in isolation.
It is an irreducible part of the Biblical
revelation about the person and work
of Christ.  With it the gospel stands,
and without it, the gospel falls.

At Christmas, God in His mercy
visited this earth in His own Son so
that He would pay the costly price for
our redemption.  Sin is our real prob-
lem.  We may choose to ignore it,
euphemize it, or even mute it of its
lethal venom, but when we do we are
cutting at the nerve of the incarna-
tion.  Jesus Christ came, not merely to
help us conquer bad habits, but to
take away our sin!  As our sinless,
perfect Savior He didn't fail.  Jesus
came because there was no other way
that we could be rescued.  

What's wrong with the world? We
all are what's wrong with the world
and that's why we need Christmas.
We need Christmas because we are
not saved by being good.  We are
saved by believing that Jesus paid the
full penalty for our sins.  Joy to the
world!

Among the gifts you will give this
season, how many of them do you
think will last forever?  The gift of
God's own Son is eternal.  If you have
never trusted in Christ to take away
your sins, I urge you to humbly
receive Him this Christmas season.  If
you already know Christ, may you
approach this Christmas season with
renewed joy and worship.

Advent is a special time for us at
Christ Chapel.  Let me encourage you
to mark your calendars with all the
times of worship that are scheduled
for this Christmas season. I look for-
ward to worshiping with you and cel-
ebrating the birth of Christ.
