


As I mentioned to those
who were in attendance at our
business meeting in February,
we are preparing to celebrate
Easter this year on what is

almost the earliest possible date upon which it can fall,
March 23.  Easter has not been this early since 1913
(anyone remember that year?) and will not come this
early again until 2160.  If the Lord tarries and I were
to live that long, I would be 204 years old on that
Easter Sunday and many of our current choir mem-
bers would even be significantly older!!!  Hard to
imagine that I'd still be swinging my arms around at
that age.  But seriously folks, many of you have asked
from time to time why Christmas is always December
25 but the date for Easter is always chang-
ing.  It all goes back to the year 325 AD and
the Council of Nicea when it was determined
that in Western Christianity, Easter would
always be celebrated on the Sunday immedi-
ately following the first full moon after the
vernal (spring) equinox.  So, technically
speaking, Easter can occur on any date
between March 22 and April 25.  In reality, I
have found no record of an Easter that
occurred earlier than March 23, so, for most
of us, this is going to be a once in a lifetime
experience!!

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday on March 16
(which also happens to be my birthday, so mark your
calendars accordingly).  Holy Week is a special time in
the church year devoted to remembering and reflecting
upon the events that took place in the days leading up
to and including Christ's crucifixion, burial, and resur-
rection.  The week begins on Palm Sunday with shouts
of "Hosanna" (which means "Lord deliver us") and the
acclamation of the crowd as Christ rides into
Jerusalem on a donkey. It ends in shadows on Good
Friday at the foot of the cross and the mouth of the
tomb.  Our children's choir, Children's Praise
Resounding will be leading us in both morning services
on Palm Sunday with a variety of special worship ele-
ments and musical offerings. 

In addition to our Sunday services on Palm Sunday,
please join us on Maundy Thursday (March 20) and
Good Friday (March 21) at 7:00. On Maundy
Thursday we commemorate Jesus' last supper and the
events that occurred in the Garden of Gethsemane with
a service of reflection and remembrance at the Lord's
Table.  The word "Maundy" comes to us directly from
the Old French mandé which, in turn, was derived from
the Latin mandatum novum, meaning: "a new com-
mandment." On the evening of His betrayal, after
washing the feet of His disciples, Jesus instructed His
disciples that they were to follow His example of caring
for one another. "A new commandment I give to you,
that you love one another: just as I have loved you, you
also are to love one another." (John 13:34)  

Our Good Friday service is a Tenebrae (or
"service of darkness”).  The Tenebrae is a
form of worship used by the early Christians
for quiet reflection as they commemorated
the suffering and death of our Lord and
Savior, Jesus Christ. In this service, the grad-
ual extinguishing of candles until only one
remains reminds us of the darkness that cov-
ered the earth during the final hours of the
crucifixion.  As the solitary candle burns, we
recall that Christ is the light of the world.  In
the concluding moments of the service, this

single candle is removed from its place and "hidden" to
symbolize the way in which the light of Christ's life was
absent from the world during the days of His entomb-
ment.

On Easter Sunday morning, March 23 we will gath-
er at Craigville Beach at 6:30 a.m. for our sunrise serv-
ice.  The actual sunrise on that day will be at 6:39, so
we have a chance at having a real sunrise service at
which the sun is making its first appearance for the
day.  We have been especially pleased during the past
few years to welcome a number of visitors from the
community to this informal but richly meaningful start
to the celebration of Easter.  Our two sanctuary servic-
es at 8:30 and 10:30 (please note the time change) will
be filled with festive music that is already being pre-
pared to celebrate Christ's triumph over sin and death.

A Very Early Easter

Christ is
Risen!



As we
take the
time during
this Easter
season to

ponder Christ's death and resurrec-
tion, I have found myself focusing
on two very simple words; “come”
and “go.”  I would like to briefly
expound on each.  

First, let's look at the word
“come.”  At the resurrection scene
the angel of the Lord speaking
to Mary Magdalene and the
other Mary says, “He is not
here, for He has risen, as He
said.  Come see the place where
He lay” (Matthew 28:6).  

We don't always know peo-
ple’s exact emotions in scrip-
ture, but I've always imagined
this angel to be quite excited.  If
I could paraphrase that passage, I
would imagine him saying "wait till
you get a load of this!  You're not
going to believe what you are about
to not see."  I mean, think about it
for a moment.  Jesus Christ rose
from the dead.  It doesn't get much
more exciting than that.  So why
wouldn't the angel be just a little
bit pumped?  

This all begs the question, how

excited are we about our risen
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ?  

Every year on Easter morning
when I go to get my kids up for
the Sunrise service, I yell out "He
is risen!"  They are instructed the
night before to yell back "He is
risen indeed!"  It usually takes
three or four tries before they
reach an appropriately enthusiastic
level of response, but eventually
they wake up and start feeling the

excitement.  I do this because I
want them to understand just how
exciting the message of Easter is,
and to never take for granted what
Christ has done on our behalf.

It gets even better now as we
move on to the word “go.”  

The very next command from
the angel is to go; “Then go quick-
ly and tell his disciples that He has
risen from the dead” (vs. 7a).  

The angel is essentially saying
don't keep this amazing experience
to yourself, but go and let the oth-
ers know as well.  

As we know, this command
doesn't stop with just the angel.
Jesus Christ Himself uses it as one
of His final words here on earth
with the great commission; “Go
therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son

and of the Holy Spirit.”
(Matthew 28:19).  

And did they ever go; preach-
ing the good news of Jesus
Christ, to the point of martyr-
dom for all but one of the disci-
ples.  

In many ways we have those
disciples to thank (of course
with the help of the Holy Spirit),

for the Christian church today.  
So how about it folks?  This

year come and let the awesome
power of Christ's resurrection
impact you in a fresh new way, and
then go and share that mind blow-
ing amazing news with the rest of
your world.

But as much as we may hallow the memory of

Lincoln, few would suggest that his death was the cul-
mination of his cause. How very different is the death
of Jesus. While the death of Lincoln was a national
tragedy, the death of Jesus was a spiritual victory. For
Jesus, His death was His cause, the very reason why
He came into the world. The Princeton Theologian
B.B. Warfield once wrote, "He came into this world to 

die, and every stage of the road that led to this destiny
was determined not for Him but by Him. He was never
the victim but always the Master of circumstance, and
pursued His pathway from the beginning to the end,
not merely in full knowledge from the start of all its
turns and twists up to its bitter conclusion, but in 
complete control of them and of it."

Simple Steps for 
Reducing Stress

The following are some good points to
remember and to put into practice.  They
came from an email, entitled "Christian
Ways to Reduce Stress."

If a
situation is a concern find out what
God would have you do and let go of
the anxiety.  If you can't do anything
about a situation, try to forget it.

11. Every night before bed, think of one
thing that you're grateful for that
you've never been grateful for before.

All four gospels writers speak with striking brevity about the

physical details of Jesus' death. The Romans endorsed crucifixion
as the method which would cause the greatest amount of suffer-
ing for the longest period of time. Hanging there in a vertical
position resulted in an agonizing death by asphyxiation. 

The fourth Gospel states, "After this, Jesus, knowing that all
was now finished, said (to fulfill the Scripture), ‘I thirst.’ A jar full
of sour wine stood there, so they put a sponge full of the sour
wine on a hyssop branch and held it to His mouth. When Jesus
had received the sour wine, He said, ‘It is finished,’ and He
bowed His head and gave up His spirit." Therefore when Jesus
had received the sour wine, He said, "It is finished!"

The phrase, "It is finished," is one word in Greek - tetelestai.
Notice Jesus doesn't say, "I am finished." This is not the desper-
ate, self-seeking cry of despair. It is a cry of satisfaction - of
achievement and delight! What had Christ finished? He completed
the Law. He finished the atonement.

Lifted up was He to die.
It is finished was His cry.
Now in heav'n exalted high;
Hallelujah, what a Savior!
Tetelestai! This victory

shout was possible because God
made Him who knew no sin to
be sin for us, that we might
become the righteousness of
God. Jesus was abandoned by
God so that we would never
have to know the horror of
divine punishment. When we
read that Jesus "bowed His head and gave up His spirit," the pic-
ture is of a man laying his head upon a pillow and going to sleep.
Jesus did not die a disappointed Man - with more work yet to be
done. Tetelestai. It is finished!

The pulsating impression that flows from the cross is just how
awful our sin must be for that to be the only way our sins could
have been atoned for. Consider how far God went to secure our
pardon! 

On two separate Good Fridays a President was assassinated
and the Savior was executed on a cross. A great president. An
even more wonderful Savior. It's interesting that while we despise
the assassin's bullet - we boast in the cross of Jesus Christ! Why?
Tetelesati! It is finished.
